	What’s in your Bathroom…Two ways that this can be completed?  Either sit on a chair outside of your bathroom or with the door open draw what you see, or sit on the toilet (cover down) and draw from this perspective. Look closely at details of letters on tube/bottles/containers, shadows, and reflections on metal/glass surfaces. Colored Pencil
